Teacher shows a picture of a man and asks where students think he is from, how old he is
etc. Teacher explains that the man is her friend who lives in the USA.

Teacher gives students an e-mail from the man in the picture. The e-mail is cut into
separate parts. Students work in pairs; they have to put the parts in order.

Teacher checks the order and asks students why the man wrote the e-mail to her. (It’s an
invitation to come round.)

Students look at the organization of the e-mail and say what each part contains.

Students read the e-mail again and underline some useful phrases for writing e-mails.
Teacher says that she wants to turn down the invitation in a polite way. Students work in
pairs and write a reply on her behalf.

Pairs exchange e-mails, read them and give advice on how to improve them. Focus
guestions: Does the e-mail follow the structure? Is it polite? Is the reason for refusal good
enough?

Teacher gives out her own reply. Students read it and say whether it is polite and the
reason for refusal is good enough.

Students read the teacher’s reply again and find some clichés that they can use in their
own replies.

Students rewrite their replies, trying to use some clichés.

Teacher sticks the replies on the walls around the room. Students have to go round read
them and choose the best one. The one that is very polite and provides a sound reason for
refusal.

o Wall dictations which could lead to finishing the story or writing it from another
character’s viewpoint.

e Do-it-yourself comprehension text. Give students the questions for a story and
ask them to write the original text.

e Tell students a short story. Check they have remembered the main points, and
ask them to write it from one of the character’s viewpoints.

e First and last lines. Students write a story in which the first and last lines are
given.

e Key words or prompts which have to be included in a piece of writing.

e Letter writing. Try to create a real audience.

e Journals. Students have a special notebook only for writing letters to you. They
can talk about the course, ask you for specific help, give you feedback, etc.

o Life / business skills. Have students write documents they might need in their
search for work — their resume, a letter of application. etc.

e Letters to the editor. Have students react to controversial / interesting articles as
if writing back to the newspaper.

e My interesting life — students can fantasize about their futures, and then write
from a future perspective, eg, a newspaper article about them, a book review, an obituary,
etc.
