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THE ROLE OF THE LEAGUE OF ARAB STATES IN SOLVING POLITICAL AND
ECONOMIC ISSUES

The heterogeneous nature of LAS had an impact on its the goals and objectives. The focus
of this organization was to protect pan-Arab interests and support all Arab states in achieving
political independence.

The aggravation of the situation in Palestine after the Second World War became a central
item on the agenda of all the Arab League meetings. This organization indicated its position on
the Palestinian issue in the preparatory period for its official proclamation. The article dis- cusses
the activities of the Arab League, aimed at introducing a complete boycott of Israel, which, amid
expansion of the Arab League, other Arab states also joined. The Arab-Israeli conflict, due to the
targeted efforts of the Arab League, consolidated the Arab geopolitical community and contributed
to the formation of a national Arab identity. The LAS in its documents built a common Arab nar-
rative, having two underpinnings: the recognition of the Palestinian Arab people as a victim of the
Western powers and Zionists, as well as foreign policy of Israel.

The article traces the relationship between the activities of the Arab League and the changes
that have occurred in the regional and international environment. The gradual transition of the
Arab League to the search for a political settlement of the Arab-Israeli conflict was influenced by
the emergence of a new balance of power in the Middle East region, as well as the gradual trans-
formations of a new system of international relations.

The further demarcation of the Arab countries that occurred after the mass protests in 2011
influenced the activities of the Arab League, which tried to maintain Arab unity by using the tra-
ditional tool — the unresolved Arab-Israeli conflict. The LAS member-states should have taken a
pan-Arab stance on the settlement of the Arab-Israeli conflict in order to preserve national identity.
The refusal of all Arab League members to accept the American settlement plan, proposed by D.
Trump administration in early 2020, was a confirmation that this regional organization retains its
position as a defender of Arab unity and pan-Arab interests.

The crushing military defeat of the Arab countries, which lost a significant part of their
territories occupied by lIsrael, led to a disengagement among the members of the Arab League.
Thus, Syria insisted on continuing the armed struggle with Israel and did not take part in the Arab
League summit in Khartoum in September 1967. It confirmed its position on non-recognition of
Israel and refusal to conclude peace with it or start negotiations. To assist countries affected by
hostilities with Israel, as well as the Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO), a special fund was
created, to which three oil-producing states of the Arab League — Kuwait, Libya and Saudi Arabia
(The Arab-Israeli Conflict) pledged to make annual contributions 1977). The united position of
the LAS members, demonstrated by them at the Rabat summit in October 1974 on the issue of
recognizing the PLO as the sole legitimate representative of the Palestinian people, became a factor
in their further rapprochement. The support of the Palestinians, as before, united the Arab coun-
tries, for which the attitude towards the Palestinian issue has already become a marker of Arab
identity.

The condemnation of Egypt, which concluded the Camp David Accords and the peace
treaty with Israel, was unanimous: Egypt's membership in the Arab League was suspended. At the
same time, different approaches to the problem of the Arab-Israeli conflict emerged between the
Arab states at that time. The "progressive" part, united within the framework of the Resistance and
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Resistance Front, was set to continue the armed struggle against Israel. The “conservative™ Arab
countries, which included the Gulf monarchies, advocated a peaceful resolution of the Arab-Israeli
conflict. This created certain difficulties for the Arab League, which sought to maintain the unity
of its ranks. The peace plan of Fahd, the crown prince and then king of Saudi Arabia, which out-
lined the main requirements for Israel to resolve the conflict with the Arab countries, was approved
with great difficulty by the Arab League summit in Fez in September 1982. In the conditions of
bipolarity, the division of the Arab countries occurred on the allies of the two superpowers, which
left its mark on the activities of the League.

Under the influence of Syria, the Arab states made some changes to Fahd's plan. The
adopted resolution stated that “The Security Council will guarantee peace for all the states of the
region, including an independent Palestinian state. Israel must withdraw its troops to the border
that existed before the 1967 war, including "Arab" Jerusalem." The resolution reiterated the de-
mands of the Peace Plan for the establishment of an independent Palestinian state with Jerusalem
as its capital, the demand for the elimination of Jewish settlements in the occupied territories and
the solution of the problem of refugees with the possibility of compensating them if they did not
wish to return.

The League, which directed its efforts towards strengthening Arab unity and using the
Arab-Israeli conflict as an instrument of consolidation, faced many difficulties caused not only by
the influence of external factors, but also by the conflicts that arose between its member countries.
The position of the Arab member states of the Arab League regarding the Iraqi aggression against
Kuwait in August 1990 was not unified, which did not allow for a unanimous and effective Arab
decision that would help free

Kuwait and restore its independence and sovereignty. As a result, the activity of the LAS
has reached a dead end. Further deepening of the crisis was also associated with the conclusion of
the Oslo agreements between the Palestine Liberation Organization and Israel.

Overcoming the crisis became possible only in 1996, when, after a five-year break, an ex-
traordinary Arab League summit was held in Cairo. The meeting confirmed that a just and com-
prehensive peace in the Middle East is the strategic choice of the Arab countries. Peace must be
achieved in accordance with international law, and this requires the fulfillment of relevant require-
ments on the part of Israel10. The Arab countries also rejected accusations of terrorist acts by a
number of organizations, emphasizing the "inalienable right to resist occupation and aggression."

In the 2000s Within the framework of the League, the balance of power changed in favor
of a group of Arab states that were part of another regional organization — the Cooperation Council
for the Arab States of the Gulf (GCC), which, thanks to their coordinated position, began to exert
significant influence on the decisions made in the Arab League. It is no coincidence that in 2002
the League summit in Beirut approved the Peace Initiative of Abdullah bin Abdulaziz — (at that
time) Crown Prince of Saudi Arabia — previously supported at the GCC summit. It emphasized the
commitment of the Arab states to a peaceful solution to the conflict, and in order to establish
normal relations between the Arab countries and Israel, he had to fulfill a number of conditions:
to guarantee the exit from all the territories occupied in 1967, including the Syrian Golan Heights
; withdrawal of troops to the border that existed before June 4 i 1967; a just solution to the problem
of Palestinian refugees in accordance with the resolution of the UN General Assembly No. 194;
recognition of a sovereign independent Palestinian state in the Palestinian territories under occu-
pation since June 4, 1967 in the West Bank and the Gaza Strip, with East Jerusalem as its capital.
The League called on the Israeli government and all Israelis to accept the Arab initiative to achieve
peace so that "Arab countries and Israel live side by side in peace and provide future generations
with security and stability."

The Arab states proposed to Israel the transformation of their conflict interaction into fruit-
ful regional cooperation, which could become the basis for ensuring regional security and promote
the progressive development of all the states of the Middle East. The Arab League managed to
develop a unified Arab position on the Middle East settlement, in which the demands of the Arab
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states to Israel received their final wording, and which subsequently did not undergo any serious
adjustments.

Massive anti-government uprisings in the Middle East region that began in 2011 and led to
regime change and civil wars in some Arab countries marginalized the problem of the Arab-Israeli
confrontation (Beck 2015). The agenda of the vast majority of summits still included an issue
related to the problems of the Arab-Israeli conflict, but it lost its central importance for the Arab
geopolitical community (Modern International Relations 2019).

In the declarations of the summits, attention was drawn to new violations by Israel of de-
cisions recognized by the international community. Thus, in the Kuwait Declaration adopted by
the Arab League summit in March 2014, which mainly discussed the Syrian crisis, the Arab coun-
tries refused to recognize Israel as a “Jewish state”. The next summit, held in Sharm el-Sheikh in
2015, focused on the situation in Yemen, Iran's provocative policy towards the Arab countries,
and supported the UAE in its legitimate demands for Iran to start negotiations on the disputed
territorial issue. concerning the ownership of three islands in the Persian Gulf — Abu Musa, Big
and Small Tomb. In the speeches of the summit participants, accusations were again made against
Israel for its illegal activities to expand Israeli settlements in the occupied Arab territories and for
disrupting the negotiation process with the Palestinians. In his speech at the summit, Egyptian
President Abdel Fattah al-Sisi said: “The peace talks, which used various mechanisms and initia-
tives, stalled due to the intransigence of the Israeli side, which makes it impossible to pursue this
course, which becomes a cover for aggression and settlement activity"13. The 2017 summit was
no exception, in which Israel was criticized for its ongoing siege of the Gaza Strip, its violations
of the Al-Agsa Mosque and the shift in the demographic composition of East Jerusalem in favor
of the Jewish population. The declaration also stated that "the US statement about the transfer of
the capital of Israel to Jerusalem is unacceptable.”

Despite the Arab League's attempts to continue the previous line of opposition to Israel,
the emergence of new conflict nodes significantly corrected its activities. The intensification of
confrontation between the Arab monarchies of the Gulf and Iran influenced the change in their
attitude towards Israel due to the aggravation of the Iranian-Israeli conflict, which was also asso-
ciated with general instability in the Middle East region.

The desire to prevent Iran from becoming the most influential state in the Middle East has
become a common task for both Israel and the Arab states of the Gulf. Informal contacts were
initiated between them, and the United States also contributed to their rapprochement, maintaining
relations of a strategic alliance with both sides. In 2018, Israeli Prime Minister B. Netanyahu paid
an official visit to Oman.

US President D. Trump counted on the promotion of a new American plan to resolve the
Arab-Israeli conflict with the help of his allies — the Arab states of the Gulf. During the announce-
ment of the American plan in Washington, the ambassadors of three countries of the region —
Bahrain, the United Arab Emirates and Oman — were present in the hall, which could indicate their
participation in its discussion and tacit support for it. However, the Arab League has demonstrated
the invariability of the Arab course regarding demands on Israel and support for the legitimate
rights of the Palestinians.

On February 2, 2020, an extraordinary meeting of the Council of the League at the level of
foreign ministers was held to discuss the US-Israeli plan, dubbed the "deal of the century.” In the
decisions of the meeting, it was again emphasized that the Palestinian problem is of central im-
portance for the entire Arab nation and Arab identity, and that East Jerusalem should be recognized
as the capital of the State of Palestine, which "should have sovereignty volume over the entire
territory occupied in 1967, including East Jerusalem, over air and sea space and territorial waters,
its natural resources and borders with neighboring states.” The League rejected the American-
Israeli "deal of the century™ plan as not meeting even the slightest extent the rights and aspirations
of the Palestinian people and inconsistent with international law and UN resolutions, reaffirming
its commitment to the Arab peace initiative. Thus, the League confirmed its importance as a
spokesman for the interests of the Arab nation.
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The main historical achievement of the Arab League was the formation of a single Arab
identity, the foundation of which is the position on the problem of Palestine. The Arab-Israeli
conflict and its central link, the Palestinian issue, have always remained in the focus of the League's
attention. It was the Arab League that formulated the all-Arab position, which all Arab states were
supposed to support, confirming their belonging to a single Arab nation.

Assessing the results of the activities of the Arab League, it is necessary to pay attention to
the fact that for the Arab countries, although striving for integration, the primary task was to pre-
serve sovereignty and independence, therefore they abandoned the idea of a single state and cre-
ated an organization whose charter included guaranteed independence of their political systems,
directions of foreign policy activity, non-interference in their internal affairs. The Arab League
also limited the scope of its activities to the maximum. Strengthening cooperation between mem-
ber states and supporting the Arab states fighting for their political independence, as well as pro-
tecting common Arab interests, was declared as its main goal. Cooperation between member states
was also expected in other areas, but it was not considered as a priority, so the Arab League be-
came, first of all, a political organization that determined its positions on the pressing problems of
the Arab community, the main of which was the Arab-Israeli conflict. After gaining independence,
all Arab countries joined the pan-Arab front to counter Israel. This was a necessary condition for
full participation in the activities of the Arab League and in the life of the entire Arab community,
a guarantee of its support. The political rhetoric of the leaders of the Arab states had to include
two invariable components — support for the Palestinian people in the struggle for their rights and
criticism of Israel's actions.

The events of the "Arab Spring" led to the transformation of the Middle East region: a new
balance of power emerged, the system of regional security became more complicated, and new
conflict centers emerged. Under these conditions, the Arab-Israeli conflict temporarily lost its for-
mer significance as a system-forming factor of a single Middle East geopolitical regional system
(Wajner, Kacowicz 2018).

The positions of Israel approached the positions of the most influential Arab monarchies
in the Arab world of the Persian Gulf: the parties critically perceived the policy of Iran, considering
it as the main threat to regional security. At the same time, contacts between them did not lead to
positive dynamics in the Middle East settlement process, and the position of the Arab League
members on the Israeli issue remained unchanged. The Arab League has retained its former rhet-
oric against Israel and adheres to its own, Arab peace initiative.

Building a pan-Arab narrative for many years, in which the main place was given to the
Arab-Israeli conflict and the Palestinian issue, the Arab League was limited in its actions and con-
tinued to adhere to the traditional views characteristic of the Arab countries throughout the long
period of their confrontation with the Israeli adversary. The League's reaction to the US plan to
resolve the Arab-Israeli conflict clearly demonstrated this.
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
