The Atmosphere

The preceding section on geomorphology was conderwéh two of the “spheres” that
make up the planet Earth: the lithosphere amtdsphere. These are spheres on which man
lives. Attention is now directed to a third sphehe atmosphere, the one in which man lives.

Indeed some specialists consider man to be a ceeaftthe air rather than a land-based

creature because of the importance of the atmosghbeanan’s very existence. The layer
of atmosphere has such a profound effect- uperstrface conditions of the earth that we
should consider some of its influences on oungdaWithout air, for example, our surface
environment would be very different. There woudd bo sound, no odour, and no fire.

There would be no blue sky in the day —time; rattiee sky would be perpetually black
and the stars would always be clearly visible.réheould be no weather as we know it-no
winds, no clouds, no storms, and no rain. The a@ynents changing the landscape would be
the sun , which would rise and set suddenly eagh peoducing temperatures much more
extreme than we experience at present , and cesnieteorites, which would crash into the
earth’s surface without warning. The most drastiange would be the absence of life, at least
in its present forms, because of the lack of@abireathe, and because of the searing effect of the
fierce ultra-violet radiation from the sun .

The consideration of the relationship between nmahthe atmosphere brings up at once
the question of the changing conditions of thecsphere that are experienced from day to day
and from month to month . These conditions andr thaily variations, which are far from
regular, especially in eastern Canada, are knosvveather. The characteristic patterns of
weather experienced from year to year in a pddicarea are known as the climate of that
area. However, climate is not to be understood qgsthe “average weather” of an area; the
departures from the average- the extremes- ardlg@samportant.
