THE STATE COAT OF ARMS OF THE KYRGYZ REPUBLIC

State Insignia

The Jogorku Kenesh approved the state insignia as the symbol for
the Kyrgyz Republic on January 14™, 1994. Authors A. Abdraev and S.
Dubanaev. In the center of the blue circle, there is a white falcon with
outstretched wings. In the background, there is a lake, the Ala Too
mountains and a rising sun with golden rays. On both sides of the circle
are stalks of wheat and cotton that reflect the importance of agriculture
to the Kyrgyz people. The words “Kyrgyz” and “Republic” are written at
the top and bottom.

The Insignia symbolizes the unity of all people living in Kyrgyzstan.
The main idea of insignia is to strengthen the unity of all people living in
Kyrgyzstan.

Red field with a yellow sun in the center having forty rays
representing the forty Kyrgyz tribes; in the center of the Sun is a red ring
crossed by two sets of four lines, a stylized representation of “Tunduk”,
the roof of the traditional Kyrgyz dwelling “Boz uy”, or the yurt.

The Kyrgyzstani National Flag was adopted on March 5 of 1992 in
the session of the Kyrgyz Parliament Jogorku Kenesh.

The Kyrgyz language is a part of the Turkic language group, a family
of tongues spoken by various people of the former USSR, Turkey, parts
of Iran, Afghanistan, Mongolia, China, Romania, Bulgaria, Yugoslavia
and Albania. The total population speaking Turkic languages today is as
many as one hundred million.

According to the dominant hypothesis, the Turkic language stems
from the Altaic language micro-family, which includes Tunguzo-
Manchurian and Mongolian languages. In the opinion of a number of
scientists (E. D. Polivanov, G. J. Ramsted and others), Korean and
Japanese should be included within the framework of the Altaic language
family. According to the more accepted classification scheme suggested
by A. N. Samoilovich in 1922, the groups include: Bulgarian (including
the Chuvash language); Uigur language (including Tuva, Tofalar, Yakut,
Khakass and old Uigur); Kypchak (including Tatar, Bashyr, Kazakh,
Kyrgyz, Altay and it’sdialects), Karachay-Balkarian, Kumyk, Crimean
Tatar); Chagatay (modern Uigur and Uzbek language without its
Kypchak dialects). Typologically, the Turkic languages pertain to the
agglutinative languages. Kyrgyz, like all other Turkic languages, is an
agglutinative language. Agglutination (Latin ad + tglutinare “to glue

together”) in the Turkic languages means to add (“glue”) mono-
functional suffixes to simple unchangeable stems, identical with base
words, or derived stems. The suffixes form words and express
grammatical concepts such as plural cases, possession, etc.

The Kyrgyz language is the national language of the Kyrgyz
Republic. After the disintegration of the USSR, which was followed by
the formation of the Kyrgyz Republic, the Kyrgyz language was assigned
state language status. Beyond the borders of Kyrgyzstan the language is



found in certain regions of Uzbekistan, in the highlands of Tajikistan, in
the Xinjiang-Uigur autonomous region of China, in the western regions
of Mongolia and the northeast of Afghanistan and Pakistan.

The Kyrgyz language was written in a variety of alphabets. In 1924
the Arabic script was adopted. This changed when in 1926 a switch was
made to the Roman alphabet. Finally, in 1940 the Cyrillic alphabet was
adopted. It continues to be used today. There are 36 letters (including 2
hard and soft signs) and 39 sounds. In the Cyrillic alphabet, the sounds
represented are similar to those in Russian with a few exceptions. The
letters 1, b, b, ®@, B, 11 are used only in adopted words taken from
Russian or other languages. The Kyrgyz letters: H, o, y are not found in
the Cyrillic (Russian) alphabet.

The sound of letters by their phonetic characteristic are divided into
two groups: consonants and vowels. There are 22 consonants and 14
vowels that include 4 diphthongs.

What is a consonant? A consonant is any speech sound produced
with some obstruction of the airstream. Kyrgyz consonants are split into
two groups: voiced and unvoiced.

What is a voiced consonant? Voiced consonants are produced when
the vocal cords vibrate. There are 12 voiced consonants. They are 6%, B,
T, I, X, 3, i, I, M, H, H, p.”

What is an, unvoiced consonant? Unvoiced consonants are produced
without vibration of the vocal cords. There are 10 unvoiced consonants.
They are: x, m, ¢, T, ¢, X, 11, 4, I, III.

Some consonants have pairs: 6-11, B-, r-K, I-T, -III, 3-C.

The Kyrgyz letter «oen» has two pronunciations: like the Russian
sound «zh» which is heard only in borrowed words from other languages.
For example: xpyaok (club), xypuamn (journal). The second
pronunciation is like English j. For example: sxkypt (people), :komok
(fairy tale), amain (death).

The letter «6» has two sounds if is between two vowels it is
pronounced like the English «w» in “wig”. For example: the Kyrgyz word
for «yes» is «oo6a», but the pronunciation is [oowa]; «000H» [OWOH];
(melody), «kybanbiu» [kywanbid]; (gladness), «aba bIpaiiby [awa
pIpaiil]; (weather). In other cases «0» is pronounced like {b}: for
example: «bana» (a boy), «dax» (a garden), «baka» (a frog), «dapak»
(sheet of paper).

The letter «x» has two types of pronunciation: soft «k» like in
«xuren» (a book) and a hard «k» like in «xom» (a hand).

Kyrgyz is an agglutinative language, which means that most
grammar is communicated through suffixes. They are found at the end of
words, or simply added to the root. This can be confusing. However,
Kyrgyz is a consistent language, and once its logic is understood, it
presents few irregularities and difficulties that frustrate learners of
Russian or German.

Vowel Harmony

Turkic languages, of which Kyrgyz is one, experience a “vowel
harmony”. This means that the vowels found in any given word will
generally “agree with each other”, vowels from different sets will not be
found in the same word. Fortunately, vowel harmony is determined be
very easily through rules, so there is no need to rely on guessing.

This also means, however, that the vowels in most suffixes are
determined by the last vowel in the word to which they are being added.
Kyrgyz vowels are linked together in pairs, which, for the sake of better
diagramming, we will call “left” and «right».

If a suffix needs a left vowel, then it takes the left vowel that
corresponds to the last vowel in the stem.

How it works: "from America" is translated as "Amepukanas,"
whereas "from Kochkor" is "Koukopmon." In the first example, the idea
of "from" is expressed with the suffix"-man", while in the second it
becomes "-mon." The form for this suffix (the "ablative") is "g«n,"
meaning that the vowel between the 1 and the 1 is going to be the "left
vowel" of the last vowel of the word to which the suffix is being added.

The last vowel in "Koukop" is "o," and since the ablative suffix
requires a left vowel, it takes the left vowel of the pair "o-y." So, "from
Djeti - Oguz" is "XKetu-Oryznen" The last vowel is "y", and so the
ablative suffix needs the left vowel of the pair "e-y" or XKetu-Ory3n«H.

EXCEPTION - Although the right vowel for "o" is ""y", the left
vowel for "y" is "a". So, the ablative for okyyuy ("student") is
oKyyuyoan, not oxkyyuyoon. This rule, like everything else to do with
vowel harmony, is actually much easier to use and master than it may
seem at first. Many loan words in Kyrgyz do not follow the rules for
vowel harmony within their internal structure. However, the rules for
suffixing are based only on the last vowel in the word, so this doesn't
cause any grammatical problem.
